How to apply to AAD online system (For those who passed the first screening by the Japanese

Embassy/Consulate General)

Applicants who passed the first screening of the Japanese embassy for the Japanese
Government (MEXT) scholarship and wish to obtain a "Letter of Provisional Acceptance"

from Osaka University should apply to AAD.
Application to AAD is meant to inform applicants as to whether or not they can directly
contact their prospective supervisor for the "Letter of Provisional Acceptance". It does not

imply that the prospective supervisor consents to issue a "Letter of Provisional Acceptance".

Please note that the required documents for applicants who passed the first screening by the

Japanese Embassy/Consulate General are different from the regular AAD application

documents.
