When you enter your room, firstly confirm the furniture and equipment by putting a mark on
each item and its quantity on the check list provided (e.g. beds, desks, chairs and other
equipment). After that, please sign (with your signature) on the check list and submit it to
the Dorm Manager without fail.

You should keep the room key safe under your own responsibility until the day you vacate
the room. If you lose your room key, you should notify the Dorm Manager immediately.
Upon your notification, the Dorm Manager will provide you with a new room key and will
charge you the key cost.

You should not duplicate your key. Lending your key to others is also prohibited.

Damages to the Dormitory properties (including facilities and fixtures) and other forms of
loss will have to be restored with the restoration costs to be paid by the Student.
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(1) ZFE# (Lodging Fees)
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Lodging fees are the charges paid by the Student for the use of the Dormitory.

The lodging fees should be paid monthly from the month the Students move into the room
until the month they vacate it.

Even when moving in or out of the Dormitory in the middle of the month, the Dorm Student
will need to pay the “lodging fee” for the entire month.

Paid fees will not be refunded for any reason.

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The bedding service provides the following set of bedding:

1 comforter(futon), 1 comforter cover, 1 bedpad, 1 sheet, 1 blanket (in winter), 1
pillow and 1 pillowcase.

If you need any additional goods, please purchase it yourself.

The used linen ( 3 items : comforter cover, sheet and pillowcase) will be exchanged for
laundered linen twice a month. The exchange date and other details will be announced on
the bulletin board.

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Dorm Students who fail to pay the designated fees (Lodging, common service charges and
other charges that develop the funds necessary for the Dormitory management) for 3
months straight will be subjected to removal.

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Deposit and the fees for the 13t and 2™ month of your stay should be paid at a convenience
store by showing a bill from Nasic.

Fees for the 3 and following months of your stay will be collected by an automatic
withdrawal from your bank account.

Dorm Students should open a bank account immediately after moving in.

Your “Passport” and “Resident Card” are necessary to open the account.

Automatic withdrawal will be on the 6 of every month (if the 6" is a Saturday, a Sunday
or a Holiday, then it will be the next business day).

For a smooth payment, check the balance of your account every month and refill it
periodically so that the balance is enough to cover the required payments.

In case withdrawal for one month is not possible because your balance is not enough, then
a notice of Non-payment will be sent to you and the fees and charges will be withdrawn
together the next month.

The bank’s transfer fees will be paid by the Dorm Student.

7. SBEDFE (Move—out Procedure)
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A Moving out Notice must be submitted to the Dorm Manager by the 10th of the month prior
to the departure month (If the set of procedures are not completed by the deadline, you may
not be allowed to leave the Dormitory on your scheduled date).

In regard to the date and time of departure, you should check out from the Dormitory within
“the Dorm Manager’s working hours on weekdays”. The room should be left in the same
conditions as when the resident arrived. Before your day of departure, you must pay all unpaid
fees and the Dorm Manager will inspect your room. On the day of departure you must return
the room key to the Dorm Manager.

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A Dorm Student is subjected to a removal order when one of the following applies.

(1) Proved false the declaration in the application for move-in.

(2) Lodging fees and/or public utility charges, etc. are unpaid for 3 months straight.

(3) A Dorm Student is not able to live independently due to psychological conditions, etc.

(4) A Dorm Student commits acts which significantly damage the normal administration of
the Dormitory (no efforts to clean the room, etc)

(5) Suspension from university is given.

(6) The period of the leave of absence exceeds 6 months for any reason whatsoever.

(7) The period of overseas student exchange program exceeds 12 months.

(8) A Dorm Student violates the General Rules and Detailed Regulations established by the
Osaka University.

@ If a fire starts, all Dorm Students should cooperate to extinguish it especially in its initial
steps. Use fire extinguishers and in—house fire hydrants. The use of these equipment
will be explained in the following paragraphs.

Some students will be required to carry fire extinguishers to places where they
are needed. Please make sure to not injure yourself. Act calmly and prudently
while checking your own evacuation route.

@ When a fire has been extinguished, Dorm Students should cooperate to check the area
under the Manager’s instructions. A fire may seem to have been extinguished on the
surface; however, it may cause a secondary fire if it remains unidentified.

3 Upon arrival of the firefighters and the staff of the University, explain to them how the
fire broke out and how it was extinguished.

@ When a fire develops so fast to a degree that you cannot extinguish it by yourself and
also if you feel endangered by the smoke, then stop fire extinguishing operations and
evacuate immediately from the site. Please tell the other Students to evacuate as well
so that nobody remains on site.
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® During the evacuation, do not carry personal belongings that may disturb a smooth
evacuation.
Please also pay high attention to the following.
Wherever the smoke is dense, cover your nose and mouth with a wet towel, etc. and
escape by walking along the window sides, in a low posture.
Smoke is thicker when it is closer to the ceiling, and tends to be thinner when it is closer
to the floor and the corners of walls. Air remains in areas of about 20cm above the
floor.

® During the evacuation, or after you have escaped out of the building, do not try tore—
enter to retrieve any of your personal belongings.

@ If you cannot escape by yourself, try to get closer to the windows and call for help in a
loud voice.
