STUDENT VISA APPLICATIONS

International students who are going to stay in Japan for more than 90 days must obtain a
Student (Ryugaku) Visa before entering Japan. A Certificate of Eligibility for Status of Residence
(CESR) is required to apply for the visa. Support Office will apply for the CESR at the Japanese

Immigration Bureau on your behalf.

The following documents are required for completing the CESR Web application:
*Information Sheet for CESR Web Application and Visa Application (Form 2)

*Your passport

If your passport is in the process of being issued or renewed‘

Prepare an official certificate or document which provides your date of birth, nationality, and the
alphabetical spelling of your name (spelling must match your new passport).

The CESR application will be made under the name shown on the official certificate or document. If
the spelling of your name on the issued passport differs from the spelling on your application, your

visa application to the Embassy/Consulate-General could be rejected.

1.  Go to the CESR Web Application System and select your status at Osaka University.

2. Enter the required information and click Next.

Entered information will appear on the page. Double-check the information and click Submit.

3. A completion notification will appear on-screen and a confirmation email will be sent to the
registered email address.
» If you do not receive a confirmation email and/or you need to modify the entered

information, please contact Support Office.

Upload the following documents in PDF or JPG format via the link provided in the confirmation email.

*If your name appears somewhere other than the photo/ID page, scan that page as well.
ll. 1D photo (JPG)
[ll. Document certifying that you have the means to pay for all the expenses incurred during your stay
in Japan (bank balance statement, proof of scholarship etc.) (PDF)
*Certificates of scholarship must be written in Japanese. Certificates in other languages

require a Japanese translation and the name, affiliation, and signature of the translator.
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4. An email notification will be sent to inform you that your application has been sent to the

Immigration Bureau. We ask for your patience until the process is complete.

5.  Once your CESR is issued, Support Office will send a copy of CESR by email.

6. After receiving a copy of CESR, apply for your visa via the Japanese Embassy/Consulate-General.

*Those who book/purchase ticket(s) to Japan before receiving their CESR and/or visa do

so on their own responsibility. CESR/visa issuance will not be expedited to accommodate

flight schedules.
