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Regarding the Handling of Personal Information of Students etc. at The University of Osaka

Recognizing the importance of personal information protection, the university will comply with the
Act on the Protection of Personal Information and other related laws and regulations, as well as

university regulations, to appropriately acquire and manage such information securely.

1. Definition of Personal Information
Personal information is any information about individuals who enrolled or applied for admission at
this university as students or in other capacities (hereinafter referred to as ”students, etc.”), as

well as their families, relatives, and guardians, by which that individual can be identified.

2. Collection of Personal Information
Personal information will be obtained from documents and electronic data submitted to the university

and will not be collected through improper means

3. Intended Use of Personal Information
The personal information obtained will be used for the following administrative purposes at the time
of admission to the university, while students are enrolled at and after they leave the university,
such as graduation or completion, and only the relevant information necessary for such purposes will
be used:
i. Education and learning (management of student register and grades, learning guidance, and
education improvement, etc.):;
ii. Student support (health care, enrollment fee exemption, tuition fee exemption, scholarship
application, career support, and extracurricular activities, etc.);
iii. Enrollment fee and tuition fee, etc. collection;
iv. Emergency contacts;
v. Information and service provision (emails and sending mail by post, etc.); and
vi. Improvement of education and research, entrance examinations, student recruitment, and
operation of the university (investigations and analysis, planning of projects, etc.)
Personal information may be provided to the student’s family, relatives, and/or guardians for

the abovementioned purposes

4. Outsourcing the Handling of Personal Information
All or part of the handling of personal information for the purposes of use may be outsourced to
external parties. Personal information will be provided based on the University of Osaka s Privacy

Policy, university regulations, and manufacturer contract standards, while following safety measures



5. Provision of Personal Information to Alumni Associations

Only when deemed necessary by the university, personal information may be provided to the University
of Osaka Federation of Alumni Association and alumni associations of departments, faculties, schools,
and graduate schools, etc., within the parameters necessary for activities. Personal information may

be provided based on the university s Privacy Policy and regulations while following safety measures

6. Provision of Personal Information to Third Parties
Personal information will not be provided to any third party without the consent of the individual,

except as indicated in Paragraph 1 of Article 27 of the Act on the Protection of Personal Information.

7. Contact Information regarding the Handling of Personal Information
Inquiries about specific cases regarding the handling of personal information should be directed to
the department responsible (the faculty/school/graduate school to which the student, etc. belongs,

the Administration Bureau, or other university organization)
8. Protection of Personal Information of the University
